GENERAL RULES

> Participants must be in the 7"-12"grade by the time of Regional Celebrate Life in May. Participants are
to be judged according to age (Early Youth 7th - 8" grade; Senior Youth 9th - 12th grade). Memory
recall is required for vocal entries only. Instrumental entries, including keyboard, may use music. The
judges shall be given an original copy of the material being performed. The judge(s) will add a bonue of
3 points for memory recall in the Instrumental categories only.

The use of music for vocal entries will receive a 4 point deduction.

All entries are to be between 2 and 6 minutes long. "

All entries are to be of a religious nature with the exception of instrumental entries — classical music is
permitted.

An original copy of the music must be given to the judge. Lyric sheets are not sufficient.

Use only the sound system that is provided.

The participant will be judged according to the printed music.

Copyright laws must be observed on both printed and recorded music.

Vocal and instrumental ensembles, choirs and bands will be judged according to the age group of the
oldest participant.

Those entries receiving “Exceflent” or “Superior” rating will advance to the next level of competition
(district/regional).
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ACCOMPANIMENT

> Participants may be assisted by live accompaniment, no accompaniment, or by cassette tape
accompaniment. All commercially produced accompaniment tapes must be an original tape. No copies
are permitted.

» Music must be provided for the judges. Lyric sheets are not sufficient. The use of lyric sheets only for
judges shall result in a 2 point deduction.

» The taped/CD accompaniment must not have voices singing the same words and notes simultaneously
with the singer(s). The participant will be judged according to the printed music at any time.

» Copyright laws must be observed on both printed music and taped music!

PURPOSE:

To use technology to produce audio and video files stored in a digital format for playback. Projects must
demonstrate the use of digital video editing techniques.

QUALIFICATION:

Participants must be in the 7" — 12th grade by the time of Regional Celebrate Life in May. Each District
President is responsible for who may/may not participate from their district.

There is a limit of one video project per participant. There is no limit to the number of participants per
district.

All entries must have received at least an “excellent” rating at the district level. Any work not judged in
district competition is ineligible for Regional Celebrate Life.

In addition to each “excellent’ and “superior” video advancing to the Regional level, each District
Celebrate Life Director will select the top two video editors from their district. Those two individuals will
advance to the regional level as a team. They will be placed with teams from other districts to form a
video crew (3 different crews/teams - two of the three teams formed from a total of four districts: one
team formed from a total of three districts). Each crew/team will film RCL and prepare a video to be
judged on Saturday morning. The best team video will individually garner points for their district. Each
district will then use the winning video as a means of advertising RCL during the upcoming year.

GENERAL RULES:

Each project must be submitted on CD or DVD-ROM data disc. The disc must be readable on a standard
Windows PC. Projects submitted on ZIP disks and/or 3.5 floppies WILL BE DISQUALIFIED.

All entries must be created using video and computer technology.

Students may use any software to create their project.

Students are required to bring their own equipment for editing. All equipment will be locked in a safe area
in which only the editors have access. (If possible, a list of crew members will be given to the
District CL directors prior to the regional event. Crew members may then contact each other to
decide what equipment they need to bring as a combined team.)
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
